I am grateful for a loving husband of 56
years. I am grateful to God for giving me a life full of opportunities and blessings.

You must make good
decisions and always love each other.” Dee is preceded in death by her husband
James, and her son Richard. She is survived by son Keith (and Linda), daughter Susan
(and John), daughter-in-law Debbie, nine grandchildren and ten great
grandchildren.
